2	Scope



	2.1	Functional Definition



		An FHSA/GP registration message is sent from an FHSA to a GP and from a GP to an FHSA in order to exchange and acknowledge registration information.



	2.2	Field of application



		This message may be used by all FHSAs and by GPs with EDIFACT capability.



	2.3	Principles



		The overall structure of this message implementation is:

		-	The FHSA/GP registration message provides for 16 transaction types

		-	All transactions in one message have the same transaction type

		-	All transaction types with 1 exception provide registration details of one or more patient

		-	The quarter end notification transaction type does not include patient details.
