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1 Introduction

This document provides an index to the set of compliance documentation for the GP Summary Sending compliance module. 
The documentation specifies two complementary compliance aspects:
· Compliance Requirements

· Compliance Testing

The requirements and testing documentation are specified in dedicated sections of this document.

1.1 Audience

This document and the compliance documentation referenced within it should be read by suppliers seeking system compliance for the GP Summary Sending compliance module.

1.2 Context

Before a supplier can connect its existing system(s) to the NHS Care Record Service, the supplier must gain the appropriate NCRS Compliance, as specified by the NCRS Compliance Scheme.

NCRS Compliance comprises System Compliance and Supplier Compliance.  The purpose of System Compliance is to verify that a system meets the technical requirements necessary to inter-operate with the NHS Care Record Service in support of business functions.  System Compliance is available for a defined range of business functions, referred to as Compliance Modules.

1.3 Document Baseline Maintenance

The index provided by this document represents a baseline of compliance documentation. Whenever an update to the baseline is required, the changes will be highlighted in a new issue of this index document.
1.4 Definitions

The keywords MUST, MAY, and SHOULD are to be interpreted as described in RFC2119:

MUST: This word, or the terms "REQUIRED" or "SHALL", means that the definition is an absolute requirement of the specification.

SHOULD: This word, or the adjective "RECOMMENDED", means that there may exist valid reasons in particular circumstances to ignore a particular item, but the full implications must be understood and carefully weighed before choosing a different course.

MAY: This word, or the adjective "OPTIONAL", mean that an item is truly optional.  One implementer may choose to include the item because a particular implementation requires it or because the implementer feels that it enhances the implementation while another implementer may omit the same item.  An implementation which does not include a particular option MUST be prepared to interoperate with another implementation which does include the option, though perhaps with reduced functionality.  In the same vein an implementation which does include a particular option MUST be prepared to interoperate with another implementation which does not include the option (except, of course, for the feature the option provides.
The Existing System wishing to comply with the GP Summary requirements shall be referred to as ‘the system’ throughout this document.

2 Compliance Modularity

2.1 Compliance Modules and Foundation Modules

Compliance to a particular business domain, (e.g. the Choose and Book (CAB) Referrer Compliance module or Electronic Transfer of Prescriptions (ETP) Dispenser Compliance module), requires compliance with a number of mandatory NHS CRS Foundation Modules.  The current Foundation Modules are:

· Information Governance (IG)

· Personal Demographics Service (PDS)

· NCRS Infrastructure and Standards

These modules contain a set of generic requirements applicable to all systems seeking compliance to a business domain.  All of these foundation modules are mandatory.

2.2 Module Precedence

Compliance can be sought for a business domain and its foundation modules together or can be achieved separately.  However, if done separately then there is an order of precedence which must be followed:

1. Information Governance compliance

2. NHS CRS Infrastructure and Standards compliance
3. PDS compliance 

4. Business domain(s) compliance

This module is the SCR GP Summary Sending business domain module.  As such, compliance with modules 1 to 3 above is required before compliance to this module can be achieved. 

2.3 Modularity

In cases where a supplier is implementing more than one NCRS module, the supplier is encouraged to implement each module in such a way that it’s module-specific NCRS interactions can be switched off without affecting other modules.  This provides greater deployment flexibility for local implementations.
Compliance Requirements Documentation

The following documents specify the requirements that a system must satisfy to achieve System Compliance for the SCR GP Summary Sending module.  The list of documents also includes clarification notes, reference material (e.g. data required for system configuration) and other documents which are intended to assist overall understanding.  In cases where some sections of a document do or do not apply, the applicable sections of the document are listed.

2.4 Document Types

Each of the documents in the following tables has been given a ‘type’ to assist suppliers with the management of the baseline documents.  The table below lists the document types used and a brief description of the content type.

	Name
	Description

	BI
	Background Information
	Documentation that provides useful information to help understand the business domain, business processes, (e.g. use cases), spine system functional specifications, etc. 

	G
	Guidance documents
	Documents that do not contain any requirements but which provide guidance on building or implementing systems, future requirements, documents issued to end-users on how to do things (which may in turn place indirect requirements upon systems if they are unable to support the user in that aspect of their work).

	RS
	Requirements Specification
	These documents contain the system requirements.  ALL of these document must be read and systems designed to meet the requirements therein.  It is suggested that ALL of these are passed to development departments.

	TS
	Technical Supplement
	These documents supplement the Requirements Specifications.  They typically contain reference data (e.g. the different types of message patterns, data value ranges.


2.5 Information Governance

The system must meet the appropriate IG requirements for GP systems as defined in the Section 4 of the ‘IG Requirements for ESP and GPSoC Systems’ (ref NPFIT-FNT-TO-TIN-0427.10) which forms part of the IG v3 Compliance Foundation Module (ref NPFIT-FNT-TO-TIN-1383.01). The IG v3 Foundation Module documentation is located in the ‘EXT IG’ FileCM folder.

These cover aspects such as access to the system via username and password, role based access controls, smart card support, audit trails, network security, etc.
2.6 NHS CRS Infrastructure and Standards

The system must meet the NHS CRS Infrastructure and Standards Foundation Module (NPFIT-FNT-TO-TIN-1255.03). The NHS CRS Infrastructure and Standards Foundation Module documentation is located in the ‘EXT COMMON’ FileCM folder.

This Foundation module contains requirements dealing with aspects such as N3 connection, generation of UUIDs/GUIDs, web browser standards, etc.
2.7 PDS

The system must meet the appropriate PDS requirements for GP systems in the PDS Compliance v2 (NPFIT-FNT-TO-TIN-1023.05) or v3 (NPFIT-FNT-TO-TIN-1188.02) Foundation Module. These can be found in the appendix of the main baseline index document for the appropriate Foundation Module version. The PDS Foundation Module documentation is located in the ‘EXT PDS’ FileCM folder.

These cover aspects such local patient registration on GP systems including tracing patients on PDS, synchronization between the local record and the PDS record and updates to PDS.  

For GP systems it also requires continued use of the ‘GP-NHAIS Registration’ link to maintain synchronization with NHAIS systems as well as PDS.

Important Note – EIS Versions

Each version of the External Interface Specification relates to a particular release of the ‘Spine’, e.g.  EIS 11.6 relates to 2008B. 

Later versions of the EIS will be published from time to time.  Suppliers are required to ensure that their systems support the latest applicable version of the EIS for the Spine release that their systems will be operating under. 

Important Note – MIM Deprecation

The MIM versions listed above are the only valid MIMs to be used for the development of new GP Summary Sending systems.

GP Summary Sending systems developed against previous SCR baseline documents could previously continue to use the MIMs versions referenced in those documents until further notice. However, it has now been discovered that when viewing GP summaries there is a 512kB size limit when retrieving GP summaries from the Spine using MIM 4.2. Therefore, all suppliers must now use MIM 7.2.02 for PSIS Query as stated in the table above.
2.10 SNOMED CT Reference Data
The Terminology Reference-data Update Distribution Service (TRUD) provides a mechanism for the UK Terminology Centre to license and distribute reference-data to interested parties. This is the preferred Terminology distribution method of the UK Terminology Centre and NHS Connecting for Health.

TRUD provides a mechanism for suppliers to access SNOMED CT reference data as used by the GP Summary messages. Suppliers who do not use SNOMED CT natively should make use of the mapping tables from other coding schemes also provided by TRUD in the NHS_DATAMIGRATION section.
Suppliers may register from TRUD at the following location: https://www.uktcregistration.nss.cfh.nhs.uk/trud/.

TRUD data is updated at regular intervals depending on the type of data. Suppliers are expected to use the most recent reference data where possible unless otherwise instructed by NHS CFH.

2.12 Common Assurance Process (CAP)

In order to gain compliance against this module, suppliers are required to follow the Common Assurance Process.  A number of templates have been developed to assist suppliers with production of documentation associated with the CAP process. A CAP approach may exist for a particular supplier implementation or for a category of implementation e.g. GPSoC and SCR. An example of a CAP approach for SCR is provided below. Suppliers should consult their NHS CFH Release Manager regarding the planning of the release and CAP approach to be used.
